Town of Gorham, NH - $ 8.65 for 2021Current Use tax bill for
property associated with the Moose River Lot R3-8, which is
the land donated by the Potters. Property was in transition to
Randolph at the time, and will be paid.

Smith & Town Printers - $349.00 for printing 250 copies of the
Interpretive Trail Brochure. These were delivered to Laura
Brockett’s house for distribution.

NRCS Bridge Project -

The primary purpose was to gain approval to hold a “glades
clearing day” in the Fall, to prepare the backcountry ski trails for Winter
use. This has been done each year since inception, and has always
needed annual approval.
